*2011 South Carolina Region 8 Qualifier:
On March 16-19,  the 2011 South Carolina Region 8 Qualifier will take place in Columbia, SC.  This tournament, sponsored by SCHEA, pre-qualifies homeschoolers in our region of SC, GA, and FL for the National Christian Forensics and Communications Association (www.ncfca.org) Regional tournament TBA.  

The March tournament will offer 3 tracks:  1. Lincoln Douglas Debate  2. Team Policy Debate  and 3. Individual Events.  Here’s a description of the tracks from the NCFCA website:

1. Lincoln Douglas Debate (LD) is for individual debaters. This debate style explores the philosophical underpinnings of political ideas.  LD debaters will evaluate the following topic or resolution:  “Resolved: A government's legitimacy is determined more by its respect for popular sovereignty than individual rights.”

2. Team Policy Debate (TD) is for teams of two debaters. This debate style uses experts, statistics, and other sources to defend specific positions on policy issues.  TD debaters will discuss the following resolution:  “Resolved: That the United States Federal Government should significantly reform its policy toward Russia.”

3. Individual Events (IE’s) are speech events designed to encompass a wide range of speaking styles, techniques, and skills. These events help students develop speaking, writing, and acting skills. They build confidence and provide an arena   for academic development.  NCFCA offers ten different events that fall under three categories:  a. Platform    b. Interpretive and c. Limited Preparation.

a.  Platform events are speeches written by the speaker. In this category, there are three events: Original Oratory, Illustrated Oratory, and Persuasive Speech.   

→Illustrated Oratory 

An illustrated oratory is an original platform speech which informs or explains a particular topic with the use of visual aids. 

  

→Original Oratory 

An original oratory is an original speech given on any topic the speaker chooses. 

  

→Persuasive Speech 

A persuasive speech is an original speech intended to persuade the audience to adopt a particular point of view or course of action.    

b.  Interpretive events allow students to “interp” another writers’ work. This involves reading, cutting, and performing a favorite piece of literature. These pieces cover a variety of literary genres, including poems, novels, short stories, and plays. This category helps students develop valuable reading, literary analysis, and interpreting skills.  

→Dramatic Interpretation 

A dramatic interpretation creatively explores and develops the intellectual, emotional, and artistic embodiment of one work of literature for performance. 

  

→Duo Interpretation 

A duo interpretation creatively explores and develops the intellectual, emotional, and artistic embodiment of one work of literature for dual performance 

  

→Humorous Interpretation 

A humorous interpretation creatively explores and develops the intellectual, emotional, and artistic embodiment of one work of literature for performance. 

  

→Thematic Interpretation 

A Thematic Interpretation presents prose and/or poetry from more than one source, woven together around a common theme. 

c. Limited preparation events require speakers to “think on their feet” and come up with both the content and delivery aspects of a speech on short notice. NCFCA’s three limited preparation events— apologetics , impromptu and extemporaneous—are described by many as 
the “most frightening and the most beneficial” of all events.  Students learn to analyze issues quickly, speak fluidly without much preparation time, and use the resources that they already have stored away in their minds.
  

→Apologetics 

Apologetics is a limited preparation event in which the speaker is given four minutes to prepare a six-minute speech on a topic related to defending his/her faith. 

  

→Extemporaneous Speaking 

Extemporaneous speaking is a limited preparation event where the speaker is given thirty minutes to prepare a seven-minute speech on a current event topic. 

  

→Impromptu Speaking 

Impromptu is a limited preparation speech in which the speaker is given two minutes to prepare a five-minute speech on a randomly drawn topic. 

The March 16-19 tournament is a great time to come watch the events and debates to help you prepare for next year.  Interested students and their parents are invited to watch one round or stay for the whole day.  There is no charge for visitors.   Students can volunteer to time the rounds and earn community service hours while being inspired by their peers.  Parents can volunteer to judge a round.
